FINANCIAL GUARANTEE NOTES OF GUIDANCE

Annual financial requirements 2010/11 are expected to be as follows:

TUITION FEES 

Home and EU Students  £ 3,460 sterling 

Overseas Students          £13,250 sterling (Lab based)

BENCH FEES

Students will be charged a sum in additional to the annual tuition fees - this is known as a bench fee.  The bench fee is a contribution towards laboratory, training, fieldwork, and related expenses.  The amount charged varies from school to school depending on the requirements of the research topic and area.  

LIVING EXPENSES

In addition to the fees shown above, single students will need a minimum of £7,680 per year to cover accommodation, food, books and laundry and other basic day-to-day requirements.  Tuition fees and travel from the home country to the United Kingdom  and back home for visits are not included in this figure, which also exclude the costs of any medical insurance students may wish to have. The figure is an estimate – actual costs will vary according to your choice of accommodation and lifestyle.
Please note that the figures given for 2010/2011 are likely to need adjustment from year to year in the light of inflation or, in the case of fees, of changes in Government policy. Costs could increase or decrease with inflation or devaluation of your currency against the UK £ (sterling).

Students should, therefore, allow for annual increases in both fees and maintenance costs in working out their financial commitments.
